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Graduation Requirements 
1. An Associate in Arts or Associate in Science degree is awarded to those who complete a minimum of sixty (60) credits of graded 

courses with at least a 2.0 grade point average. 
2. A minimum of twelve (12) credits must be earned in residence at this institution. 
3. Porterville College graduation requirements are not to be confused with General Education Breadth Requirements and/or 

Intersegmental General Education Transfer Curriculum (IGETC), which students may meet and have certified before 
transferring to a member of the California State College and University System. See catalog section on General Education 
Breadth Requirements for further details. 

4. Effective fall 2001, students may graduate under the major and general education requirements in effect: 
 •At the time of first enrollment as long as continuous enrollment is maintained, or 
 •The requirements in effect at the time of graduation. 
Continuous enrollment is defined as enrollment in at least one semester during the academic year on a continuing basis including 
summer session. Any academic record symbol (A-F, CR, NC, I, IP, RD, W) shall constitute enrollment. 

 

Requirements for the Associate in Arts (AA) Degree 
Degree requirements include the following: courses in your major, one of the three general education patterns, and the additional 
campus graduation requirements as follows.  

Combining these areas and, if necessary, elective courses must equal 60 total credits with a minimum total grade point average of 
2.0 in order to graduate. Credits earned in courses numbered P070-P089 do not count toward graduation. 

• Major Requirements 

The courses required for your major are listed in the college catalog. You are encouraged to purchase a catalog the first term you 
enroll and keep this throughout your education at Porterville College.  
 
• General Education Patterns
