Grade Forgiveness

I. POLICY

COURSE REPETITION:
4C3D1 – A student may repeat a course under the following circumstances.

4C3D1A – A Student may repeat once for credit a course taken in an accredited college or university for which a grade of “D”, “F”, or “NC” was received.

Upon determination of course equivalency by the College and upon petition by the

student, the previous grade and credit shall be disregarded in the computation of grade point averages.

When course repetition occurs, the permanent academic record shall be annotated in such a manner that all work remains legible insuring a true and complete academic history.
The petition will not be approved if the student receives a grade which is the same or lower than the previous grade.  In such cases, both grades are used in calculating the grade point average.  In all cases, all work remains legible on the record to ensure a true and complete academic history. 

(Title V, 55761-55764)

Evidence showing the above requirements have been met shall be included in the petition submitted to the Office of Admissions & Records.  Once the petition is approved, the grade will no longer be counted in the calculation of the GPA ​even though it still will be listed on the transcript.

II. PROCEDURE

Read the policy statement to be sure you qualify.

After a written petition has been presented, it usually takes about 3-4 weeks for a final decision.  It may take longer before approved petitions result in actual corrections being recorded depending on the workload in the Office of Admissions & Records at the time.
